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Preface

Welcome to the knowledge of the eternal.

The Tree of Knowledge and the Tree of Eternal Life are made one in the Menorah.
It is a coded message hidden in symbols, sent into the future, to shed light on a
world filled with darkness.

| will give an abridged version of what brought me to this point in time... | had hy-
pothesized that the 22 knops (buds) and 22 bowls (flowers) of the Menorah were
the 22 letters of the Hebrew Aleph—Bet.

| made a matrix based on the Menorah and intended to try writing in the letters in
the order | saw fit. | had tried this a few times before, but this time was different. |
was unable to write what “I” wanted in the matrix. My hand was being controlled
by someone else. | would try to write one letter, and my hand was forced to write
another.

Now, | knew the odds of creating the intended pattern were huge, but there
seemed to be no pattern in what | was being forced to write. | had taken the time
to learn the Hebrew Aleph-Bet before beginning, so | could see the order of Aleph-
Bet appeared to be completely random.

When the matrix of 22 letters (plus the v Ayin on top) was finished, | was shown
that the key to unlocking the grid was found in the sign of the Aaronic blessing.

| had a travel dictionary, which turned out to be enough to see that there was
something there, but | still needed a good Biblical Hebrew Dictionary.

In researching the “Tree of Life®, | came across images of the Kabbalah tree of
life. Though it did not have the letters filling in the center of the tree that | had,
| saw that applying the tools in the center actually gave me some of the words
which they had in those places.

It took me a long time just playing with these tools to begin noticing patterns.
That’s not to say | didn’t receive dreams, visions, and a still small voice whispering
in my ear, showing and telling me things. | did, but as | did not know Hebrew, and
had to look up every word, | felt bogged down in the data.

When the patterns began to appear, | noticed layers. | was shown that flipping the
center pipe of the Menorah creates the Tree of Life, and | began to stumble across
one ancient symbol after another. If that wasn’t enough, | was shown letters from
which the main letters were made being used in the cypher.
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Here is a list of what | have been shown or found:

1. Definitions for Hebrew words appear to be based on letter definitions
which the tools assign to each letter.

2. The Hebrew language with the Aramaic-Hebrew letters must have been
“created” at the same time as the Tree of Life / Knowledge. (The only
way the “code” will work properly is to use the Biblical Hebrew dating back
to 500 BC. This is when, according to the book of 2nd Ezdras, the scriptures
were re-given through Ezra and his scribes were forced to write in a character
which they had not formerly known.) The odds of any other explanation are
beyond the number of Atoms in the known universe.

3. From what | have seen so far, it appears that “letter overlays“ contain
prophecies from the beginning to the end.

4. Symbols found : Tree of Life, Tree of Knowledge [the Kabbalah Tree of Life
is a neutered subset of this], The Star of David, The “Sun* of Righteous-
ness, The Ankh (The Seraph), The Ouroboros [Nehushtan], The Swastikas
[two sets of 4 small carpenters squares in center], and the Flower of Life.

5. The Eternal Ordinances of the Kingdom of YHWH [being drawing forth
from the water, being kindled with fire, a garden of Eden play, being clothed in
a garment reaching to the palms of the hands and ankles of the feet, the veil,
and becoming one].

| know that there are many among you that believe you have a Bible which con-
tains everything you need to know. If this is so, you do not know the Bible.

Do you know how many books have been removed?

How about the Book of 2nd Esdras (Ezra)?

We see ancient religious symbols found everywhere on the earth. Ancient traces

of the original tree which proves that most “Pagan® religions, were using long re-

vered symbols found in the Tree of Life to give them an heir of mystic knowledge,
or ancient authenticity.

Many of these symbols continue to be used today. However, if the people worship-
ing in these churches understood how to read the Tree of Life, they would know
that they were being misled by pretenders, liars, and the blind leading the blind.

Atbash : This word pertains to a well known ancient Hebrew code
wherein the first letter [the x Aleph] is paired with the last letter [the n
Taw] . . . then, the second letter [the a2 Bet] is paired with the second
to last [the w Shin]. The sequence continues from the beginning to
the end of the Aleph-Bet, but you can see how the A, T,B,Sh became
known as Atbash.

To make referencing this easier, you should understand that the
22 knops [buds] and bowels [flower petals] of the Menorah are as-
signed a letter [in the flower petal], and an Atbash letter [in the bud].
As the buds are below the flower petals, they will all be referred to
as Atbash letters.

An Atbash “pair® will consist of the top letter [in the flower petals]
and the letter in the bud which holds the petals in place.

YOU WILL NEED TO REMEMBER THIS ONE :

{} Set Symbol : A Hebrew letter inserted between these brackets
will indicate that the *following letter is a subset of a composite letter.
Example : 2{n} : This indicates that the Hebrew Letter 1 Reish is

pulled from a composite letter. In this case, the n Hei is made from
a ' Yud [hand, forearm, or foreleg], and a Reish [head]. This symbol
will tell you that the n Hei has been de-constructed, and the compo-
nent letter *following the {} bracket is being used.

Take a mental note that the “eyes” which you see on top are the Almond shaped
lamps of the Menorah. These are y="Ayin” [the letter y means “eye], and that
letter will be counted as filling that layer of the grid.

Now take note of the three compass placements. We are going to transform this
symbol into a matrix.

Consider the similarity to the Kabbalah Tree of Life (opposite page).

Some readers may understand enough Hebrew to question why these grids are
mirror opposites. The n Hei and the x Tzaddi are known to represent the woman
and the righteous respectively, yet they are shown as a reflections.

The answer to this lies behind a veil and a perspective which the reader is unable
to comprehend without furthering their knowledge, so we will cover this a little
later.

This background information leading to the full matrix will allow us to look at the x
Aleph and begin to understand, line upon line.

Looking only at the “Almond Petals® (letters with white background) of the Meno-
rah, a compass targeting the x Aleph gives us the Holy Name of nin* YHWH.

This is your first lesson: The letters at each of the three points of the compass
combine to give definitions to the target letter. That target is the x Aleph at the
open end of the compass.

Your next lesson is to note that the x Aleph itself is made from part of each of
these three letters. The letter x has a ' Yud in the upper right corner, a | Waw di-
viding the center diagonally, and a ' Yud which it has taken out of the n Hei. That’s
right. The “foreleg” of the n Hei is by definition, a * Yud [forearm, hand, foreleg].

This means that the other part of the n Hei, the 1 Reish, is there as well.

Father figure associated with the * Yud? Remember this. We will examine their
identities in more detail later.

I will write a chapter just on the rules, and it will help anyone willing to skip to
that chapter to learn them. However, most people are going to get bored, so | will
continue to teach the rules as we go.

For now, I’'m going to zip through a couple more examples from the Kabbalah Tree
of Life to show that it is a fragment which came from the Menorah Code. Yet it will

soon become obvious that without all the letters, it is just a fragment, whose value
lays in authenticating the existence of the original, complete, tree.

I’'m going to remind you of a couple of things before moving on :

1. Only Biblical Hebrew may be used. If you cannot verify that, don’t use it.

2. Masoretic vowel points did NOT exist in the pure Hebrew language. In my
opinion, the Masoretic vowel points are the greatest crime ever perpetrated
against the writings dictated by the Almighty. The Hebrew words are supposed
to be full and rich with concepts, not just the narrow definitions the Masoret-
ic vowel points have assigned them. That is what makes Hebrew the divine
language and superior to Greek or English.

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Now, | am going to dispel some illusions which some of you may have.

| was born and raised in the LDS church. | began this quest inquiring of YHWH
because | saw things within the church which | associated with the Masons. So |
asked, and received all of my answers, and more.

The Image above comes from an early Christian church fresco. The marks which
you see in the clothing of these people are called “Gammadia”. Search this topic
and you will find many examples. Far too many to include here.

| created a graphic which has a connection to burial clothing belonging to a first
century “Christian” sect found in Fayum Egypt (opposite page). In reality, the
symbols which go into the tree of life are broken up a little so that the laces are
up further towards the neck. I'll go through that graphic and its symbols more in
another chapter.

So, here is my point. Is it more likely that the Masons are using ancient religious
symbols, or that the 1st century Christian church which fled from the Romans and
settled in Egypt were all Masons? How about the fresco above?

We are going to see many symbols which predate Israel. Are we to believe that
the Masons are responsible for this too? . . . Only if you are missing your logic
circuits.

The problem with Archaeology is that it is a religion unto itself. They are unwilling
to consider anything which lies beyond the accepted orthodox historical narrative
which was [re]written by the powers that be.

When you learn the TRUTH which has been hidden within the Menorah (Tree of
Life and Tree of Knowledge made 1nx ONE), you will realize that your secular
sages, and religious leaders are either liars or blind.

I have been trying to feed you a trail of bread crumbs to prepare you to decrypt the
“Sun of Righteousness* yourself.

If I were to do the whole thing for you, you would say that it was just the worthless
words of a man, another lying poser. . . but | could not have invented the Tree of
Life. Just the fact that Hebrew letters are named and defined by the decryption
rules proves that whoever invented this code invented the language itself. | am,
and have been, trying to decrypt this treasure for years. Though it would be so
much easier if | did not need to research every word (I don’t speak Hebrew).

Now, | am going to show you a composite symbol which is found everywhere in
the world. This symbol is most often found on old synagogues, religious centers,
and in depictions of the Tree of Life. . .

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When trying to draw the Seraph, | kept being prompted to make the top two
wings covering the face more round, like the Sun.

Imagine that the garment is made of leather, that these are Eagles
feathers, and there are swastikas around the band of the feathered headdress
of an Indian Chief. We will look upon the Seraph after examining the code.

Years ago | saw the pipes of the Menorah become wings and it began to fly. It
literally looked like a Menorah flying, but | understood it to be a Seraph.

Let’s look at Isaiah 6:2, “Seraphim . . . six wings [n'21> wings, skirts, edges, bor-
ders, corners, extremities, ends]: with two he covered his face, and with two he
covered his feet, and with two he flew.”

So what is the connection between the Seraph and the Serpent, because a ser-
pent does not have feet. . . It's time to learn something new.
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Creating Words in Hebrew :

In order to reveal this mystery, | need to teach you how the Hebrew letters receive
values [meanings] which create words.

We will be back-engineering how words are created. However, there is much that
won’t be understood about this before more work is done.

| see clues that word values from within letter-overlays may be used, but | wouldn'’t
want to claim this before having more data to confirm this theory.

I am writing this not long after it was revealed to me that the letters within the
letters [compound letters] may be deconstructed for use in the code, so | haven’t
even begun to look at, or attempt to create tool tables which include all of the
variables. To be completely honest, if | had to do this by hand, you might not get
to read this before the end of the world. So | am hoping to get enough money from
this book, or donations, to have a program created that will push out word tables
and recognize common themes [within letters which make up words]. Once we
fully understand the “why*, we will be able to define the rule which dictates “why”
certain words are used and not others . . . back-engineering the original language.
The only connection that | can clearly see is a common theme running
between letters, and this may well be all there is to it. Think of it like words within
each of the letters which describe the intent of the word you are creating.

The good news is that back-engineering word definitions is much easier, because
we know what descriptors [words] we are looking for.

Without using anything from the Menorah Code, try the word “watcher” xay using
only the descriptors of the letters which anyone can easily find on-line. v Ayin, the
eye + 1 Reish, the head + x Aleph, YHWH.

| am guessing that the various definitions of wna are defined by the Masoretic
vowel points, but the translators completely missed the true definition. It was lost
to history when Hezekiah destroyed the “sign®, and the code was forgotten.

The Serpents which bit the people, and the Seraph which Moses raised up WERE
SYMBOLIC OPPOSITES. One brings death, and the other, life.
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We are nearing the end of your lesson on word definitions being based on the
letters used to create them. There is still an eye opening reveal that will bring
everything which you have learned about the letters together.

I have shown you the “evil* of the wna Serpent, and the qw Seraph [burning] as-
sociated with the juw Satan / wna Serpent loop on the left side of the tree.

Now we are delving into the “opposing” definitions and where they come from.

You have seen some of the definitions given to the w Shin [circled image left]. This
letter which has “sign, wonder, and prophecy*, is associated with another qw
Seraph. When this is revealed, you will see how these definitions which land with-
in the various tools aggregate to show you things you could not have otherwise
known.

Let me begin by showing you definitions which fall within the same w Shin used in
the Seraph which Isaiah describes.

Now we are looking at the wna = “bronze, sign, and prophecy” as a descriptor of
what Moses lifted up, along with another qaw Seraph in another place within the
code.

Let's use the two trees within the Menorah and read them as one. The split col-
umns have what you would see in the Tree of Life on the right, and the Tree of
Knowledge on the left.

The smaller circles all have the word qw Seraph [see the connections to the
“burning” “Menorah“]. These are “owned” by the same letters which make nin'
YHWH, the Holy Name . . . and the “good” w Shin used in these Seraphim.

Note that a 7 Reish may be ripped from the 2 Bet, or n Taw to make the word qw
Seraph which we see precisely where it would be expected, in the center pipe of
the Menorah.

Do you remember what else is associated with that location? 12 Son, x1a Creator,
12T Word . . .
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This brings us to the larger circles which hold the word n1nn Menorah.

Do you remember Zechariah? These are the two Menorah [lamp stands] which sit
on the right and left hand. . . it may be best if you read it and refresh your memory
if you haven’t read it in a while.

Know that there will come a day of reckoning, and most of your religious leaders
will be exposed as blind dupes, or servants of the Serpent. vw Apostates, ser-
pents in the nest. How many of your “so called” leaders have made secret deals,
joining hands with The Vati-Can [Latin : Mouth of the Serpent]? How many Rabbi’s
stand in open rebellion against YHWH and HIS ANOINTED [MESSIAH - YESH-
UA]?

Do not place your faith or trust in any MAN. The children of the Most High have a
birthright which allows them to inquire of YHWH for themselves. If indeed, he is
your Father, he will hear your cry; and if you are counted among his Sheep [chil-
dren], you will hear his voice.

| therefore call upon the children of Adam to call upon YHWH, in the name of Ye-
shua, and ask HIM all things which you should do. Call upon the name of YHWH,
praise and extol the name of YHWH, and do it as our fathers did...

Words have meanings, and names have power.

Hear the cry
of your child, Father. | come before you with a righteous offering of a broken heart,
and a contrite spirit. If viw' Yeshua is truly the son who brings Salvation, | pray that
you will answer my humble prayer.

Once you KNOW the truth, you should end each prayer in the name of our Salva-
tion, Yeshua the Messiah, Amen.

Know that just reading the words above will do you no good whatsoever. You must
FEEL the words. It is the EMOTION, the CRY, the LAMENTATION of the HEART.

Before seeking YHWH on any matter of importance, | will often say a prayer of
protection first. Ask that YHWH will send his servants into your midst to protect
you. That you might have his spirit to be with you as you pray.

Make no mistake, we are at war with the powers of darkness. As long as you do
nothing, you feel safe, and all is well in the world. However, when moving towards
the gate, expect to feel continuous attacks. The enemy is mad, and constant
prayer is often needed to break away from the enemy’s grasp. If the evil one can-
not get to you directly, he will try to do so through those closest to you.

THE PASSOVER

Your main focus will remain the large squares.

Begin with the square running across the bottom and ending on your top-right.
The word qippwn for “lintel” [of a door] is deposited on the top-right corner.

Now look at the two squares with end-points on the bottom-right, and bottom-left.
Both of these run across ntitn, “mezuzah”, or doorpost. [Note: the 1{n} // the Zayin
is being pulled from the n Mem, as well as a 1 Waw. Corner hits are a higher value]

| put the compass into this mix because of what is connected at these points. We
see the large circles on the bottom have the word for doorposts, while the large
circle on top has the lintel.

Look for the nT blood [lands on top-right], nw the lamb [from compass landing on
the 7 Lamed - left center], and part of the compass shown contains 771, or door
targeting the 7 Kuf [right center]. Blood of the Lamb on the Door. | also see 7nj

to slay [landing on the 7 Lamed] + nw lamb + 7x El . . . to slay the lamb of Elohim.
The 7 Kuf compass, by the way, spells 77 a son. Can you find the m{n}x, "{n}x
Lion of nmin* Judah, the |{n}a Son of 11T David, |{n}a Son of nin' YHWH? Play with
which tools you can find it in and note the targets the words land on.

This puzzle is one for you to practice using the full Menorah grid. You will find
such details that it will amaze you. Start by going to Biblehub.com and looking up
the passover, then switch the view to Hebrew and see how many words from the
Passover you can find. Then determine where they fall using which tool.

NOTE : Each letter has specific tools assigned to it. See the Aleph-Bet section
before attempting this.

PS. Don’t forget to look for the “unleavened bread” landing on “my body”, or the
blood and the | wine.
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It's time to take you a little deeper into the anomaly surrounding the Temple. | call
it that because there are two places where two squares feed into each-other. The
one with the Serpent Satan is fairly straight forward. Look at the places that begin
and end each of the two squares and you will see that it is going in a smooth
counter-clockwise direction. The Temple, however, contains 4 large squares which
overlap. Two going clockwise, and two counter-clockwise.

As there is nothing quite like this [especially after adding the swastikas] in the rest
of the code, | thought it necessary to spend some time explaining this while show-
ing you examples.

Pause and consider the fact that “the blood of the lamb on the door“ is a compass
receiving words from other tools which just happen to land on the compass cor-
ners. Now realize that everything landing in the squares surrounding the Temple is
pushed into the letter(‘s) owning the square which the word landed on.

Example : the word aw “Lamb® is part of a compass landing on the 7 Lamed, but it
lands on a square belonging to the w Shin, as well as being a natural word in the
w Shin square. Now consider that it also lands on a square belonging to the n Hei,
as well as being a natural word of the n Hei square. Regardless of how it ended
up in that spot, it would have become part of two squares. If a word landed on a
corner, it would effectively be deposited into three squares and three corners.

As arule, | look at sayings like, “| am in the Father, and the Father is in me“. | see
that the Father is the ' Yud / n Mem in the upper right hand corner of the Temple.

| also see that the Son is in the n Mem /' Yud sitting on its right. How about, out
of the mouth of two or more witnesses should every word be established. Is there
something to this in creating words within the code? . . . or establishing the truth of
a matter within the code? Time will tell.

In this lesson, you will take what you have
learned and apply it to the Seraph [small
circles], the Menorah [large circles], and the
light ' {n}ix.

Now let's de-construct the n Mem 1{n} and
take the y Ayin [above ' / n] (Jv=Eye), and
introduce it to the mix. Are you beginning to
understand our ancestors placing the “Sun
Disk® in the place where the y Ayin (eye) rests
between the two trees when they are separat-
ed?

This should be read in context to understand that of all the “sons” Jerusalem has
brought up, there is no one to guide her. Yet these two [sons - not brought up in

or by Jerusalem] bear the symbols of Joseph, Ephraim, and Manasseh when we
look at what Moses said [Deut. 33:16, 17]. You should really read all of the quotes
here in context. It shows that the Jews are drunken, but not with wine, with the

cup of trembling & famine, sword, and destruction. Why? vw Serpents in the nest,
apostates among them.

Those who lead Israel’s Synagogues today boldly claim that the Sanhedrin which
crucified Yeshua, the Messiah, were their ancestors. It is through this apostate
lineage that they claim their power and authority. However, it should be noted, that
according to the Torah, if they have no genealogy connecting them to Aaron,
they have no right to the priesthood. These are just men claiming authority.

Yet what can you do if you live under the power and authority which these apos-
tates have given to themselves? Look to the sign which Moses lifted up and live.

The two anointed sons of Joseph appear to take the cup of judgments from Je-
rusalem, and give it to their enemies. This tells me that the Jews appear to have
repented, at least to an extent acceptable to YHWH, and the two witnesses full of
the fury of YHWH, do their thing.

| have seen the day in the future when one of them will use the Urim and Thumim
to declare the lineage of the sons of Levi and the sons of Aaron. It was a beautiful
sight. Have hope, for | tell you in the name of nin' YHWH, the Almighty Elohim of
heaven and earth, that day will come.
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Before moving on... Note that the word for Olive Tree n{o}r{n} & n'7{n} [ruler of 2],
and Almond Tree Tpw [compass], are assigned to the center pipe as well.

Let us continue...

Zechariah 4: 14 calls these the two nx'n anointed 12 “sons” ['2{n}a]. Rip the 1 Nun
from the n Mem and see that they fall on the same ends of the squares with the
word n1w two [n1{n}w]. Now note what tool(‘s) all of these words fall on, and you
will see them propagated into the points which stand on the right and the left of
the word nann [ {n or n}in{nin] Menorah.

Note the word Ty witness on the bottom right corner, and know that there is a Thw,
“to bear witness* belonging to the n Hei in the upper left corner.

I’m not sure how much more | should reveal on this subject at this time. If | feel
moved to do so, | will reveal it to you with the helmet of salvation in the 1 Zayin.

While we have this graphic up, and the 12 “sons* are before you, consider the
21X light which extends to every corner of the Temple. The sons of light. There will
come a point when | will reveal the curse of the 7 Lamed. When | do, | would like
you to remember that the word qwn [Atbash rules] “darkness® is there, sons of
darkness, and the punishment is severe.

Now | know | have mentioned “Atbash rules” several times. There is more in the
“rules” section, but for now, just think of it as a coin. One side is heads, and the
other is tails. With the word Menorah, | can walk from the ',n, drawing letters out
of that combination, then move on to the center x,1,n,9 and draw letters from that
combination, and then move on to the n,x, and end the word

nnn (n)+({nh)+(a{n}n) Menorah.

If you use the “Atbash rules®, you must remember that if you go from a letter on
top of the pair (heads) to a letter on the bottom (tails), the meaning derived will be-
long to the Atbash “pair” (entire coin) being targeted. The entire coin [both sides]
may also be used before moving on to the next (coin).

Easy example : Think of the word used for crucifixion 27x [down the left side of the

Temple]. You begin on ¥ tails, the next coin is 7 heads, and the last is 2 tails.

On the next page we are going to build upon some of the things which you have
learned so far. This time, we will be looking at the letters AND the letters which
may be drawn from them.
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Note that this is a breakdown of the letters which may be drawn from the letters,

not the repeats.

Example : The n Mem, if completely broken down would have a | Waw with a
Yud [hand] on top of its head on the left side. This is a T Zayin. The 1 Nun on its
right is made up of two ' Yuds and a 1 Waw.

| don’t want to get into the letters before the section on each letter, so this will
have to suffice for now.

Do you remember when we were going around the Temple and spelling nin'z wityz
Holiness to YHWH? (p.24) I'll bet that a lot of you thought that nin' YHWH was a
bit forced since the rest streamed clockwise very nicely around the Temple.

Tell me, can you see the nonn refuge [top compass + Atbash rules] of Tia> glory
[square coming up on left side belonging to the Atbash rules n/x pair]?
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So this word for refuge in the compass has “glory” in one of its three corners.
The compass is the actual “top“ of the “Temple*.

Look again at that compass ni{y}n' YHWH. THIS is not using both sides of the pair
[No Atbash rules], and targets both the x Aleph and the 1 Waw. So nin"? witj Holi-

ness to YHWH does wrap clockwise around the Temple using all letters with white

background. You just need to read the top like the compass that it is.

Now look into the compass and see if you can find the nnian Menorah.

Look at the no mouth [open end of the compass]. Watch it swallow nin death in
nxa victory [also eminence and perpetuity].

Can you see the light and life of the earth? If not, you will need to review the
words | have given you so far. There is a lot left to cover, so it is time to begin the
rules section.

| need to move from beginner to intermediate explanations, and know that those
who seek something more will be able to find it.

Before we begin with the “The Rules of the Tools", | want to touch on statistical
probabilities.

For example; did you know that you could find the first three verses in the book
of Genesis within the one large square which ends on the w/a? If | had to guess,

| would say that it appears to have a lot of the most commonly used letters. That
means that you would find a lot of words, and you need to use methods which will
help you to discern relevance.

My number one guide in this is looking for the statistical probabilities least likely to
be random. These come from reading the letters on top, while ignoring the Atbash
letters [or vice-versa]. We will see exceptions like the word wiTpn “Temple®, which
is obviously following a sequence. That sequence, in my opinion, is the least likely
to be random, and most likely to be a theme which the underlying letters will talk
about.

Then we come to meanings in the corners [compass or square] which tend to
corroborate the testimony of what is found naturally, within that tool.

This brings me to my number two rule, “two or more witnesses”. Time after time, |
find words which verify target definitions or known stories found in the Bible.

Rule number three : remember that a Hebrew word could have many definitions
defined by Masoretic vowel points which never existed in the original language.
So, you should always look up all definitions for that letter sequence. Then,
consider the possibility that some, or all of the definitions may be valid at the same
time. The only way to know, is to tear it down as we did for wna, sign or serpent.
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Chapter 2 : Rules of the Tools

As you have decided to “read” the Menorah [Tree of Knowledge/Life], | should
throw out a helpful hint or two for English speakers who, like me, do not speak
Hebrew.

Most people have access to the Internet, digital music players & etc., so let me
tell you how | learned the Aleph-Bet. Go to YouTube, and find a little song called
“Aleph Bass". It is much better than the Alphabet song that most of us grew up
listening to.

Now that you have learned the Aleph-Bet, you need to be sure to recognize
the “final form letters”. These are letters which have a leg that changes position
when it lands at the end of a word. Amazingly, this is actually relevant in definitions
found in the “letter overlays®.

Here is the Aleph-Bet with the final form letters in [ ] square brackets. Don’t for-
get that Hebrew is read from right to left.

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Large Squares :

What you saw on the previous page is the basic layout of the large squares. How-
ever, as some of the squares depicted overlap underlying squares, the direction
indicated by the chevrons is lacking full disclosure.

The large squares are the main pipes or branches, and may not extend to the
other side of the cylinder.

When you get to the “Aleph-Bet®, each letter will have a graphic of tools assigned
to it.

The large squares may contain a large number of words. Think of it like an aircraft
carrier [native words], with water and air craft [tools] attached. That makes things
chaotic, so take a perspective from the tower.

Look for strings of words where the letters appear in sequence. That is a high
value word. Next, pay attention to word combinations made by letters in the three
corners. Then contextually relevant words from other tools landing on the square.

Look for patterns. Generate word lists using only regular, or only Atbash letters.
Are there two or more words with the same definition? Where do they land?

You will see examples as we go, but in the end, | still try to “feel connections. The
Holy Ghost will teach you, unless your disbelief grieves her. Just ask, and listen,
setting aside your ego, and preconceptions. Feel the answer in your heart.

A simple example would be a theme guided by the native words. Yet the reality

requires eyes to see.
... 'l show you an example in a bit.

Small Squares :

This is how the drawing of the small squares began. That’s right, | just drew it
trying to “feel” the right pattern. It wasn’t until after | began trying to separate the
squares into the two trees that | noticed the two swastikas in the center.
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The small squares are easy. It is three corners with regular letters, Atbash letters,
and mix of both. Words with regular letters are assigned to the regular letter in the
target. Words with Atbash letters are assigned to the Atbash letter in the target.

Mixed [regular and Atbash] words are assigned to the ATBASH PAIR in the target.

Compass :

The rules are the same as the small squares, but the target lies in the mouth of
the open end. My only reservation is in crossing between tree borders [right & left
sides] on the cylinder. | haven’t actually confirmed it. So, | have to say, unknown.

This being said, the 1 Nun compass crossing between trees has so many con-
nections that | can recognize with my limited Hebrew, | believe that the pattern
crossing between trees may be correct. While | haven’t done the work to prove it, |
see the 1 Nun saying look! So a compass crossing between trees will be outlined.

Atbash Pairs :

The best example | can think of comes from the all Atbash [bottom letter] loop
which has the “Serpent Satan“ (p.35).

Use the full tree and find : [square on top] v'v bird of prey [mixed] belongs to 1/v
Atbash pair. On its right you will see a a2 Bet which has a 1 Reish in it allowing

a ruler of 2 Ww1 Eagle [mixed] belongs to the 2/w Atbash pair. Now take a small
square, set it on top of the 2,9,y [target is the 2/v]... rip a * Yud from the o Peh,
and spell yviw Yeshua [mixed].

In this case the Atbash pairs are grabbing the Serpent Satan from above. This is
the origin of the Eagle grabbing the Serpent. The Eagle, in this case shares the
Atbash Pair with Yeshua.

Before you turn the page, | am going to tell you not to freak out. | have a limited
amount of time to explain these things to you, so | needed to find a way to allow
the non Hebrew speaking people to follow along.

So, | created a limited map of tools which focuses on the center, or Temple section
of the Tree. | say limited because it is not showing the directions of all of the tools.
Why? Because it is just too crowded. So much so, that | omitted the small squares
simply because it is already divided into sections which contain their shapes.

We are going to jump right in, beginning with examples of each of the tools, and
then, we will begin looking at it a little differently...like a series of combination locks
or a puzzle box. Think of it as a flow chart of information where repeating or sim-
ilar words begin to form a word cloud with the most repeated words and themes
becoming the strongest identifiers.
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Two Trees in One
TOK in Left column / TOL in Right column

The Great Rule : | have said it over and over. You must NOT use Hebrew words
which are non-Biblical. By this, | mean NO MODERN HEBREW. When | go
through my ETYMOLOGICAL DICTIONARY OF THE HEBREW LANGUAGE FOR
READERS OF ENGLISH, by Ernest Klein, and | find a single “Biblical* Hebrew
word on a page, | understand Zephaniah 3: 9, 10. The Hebrew which is spoken
today, is a far cry from the “pure” language which this code is based on.

The Ruler of 2 : 6, 10 : ax = father [remember that Hebrew is read right to left].
The letter that the word ends on owns it. In this case, it is the Atbash 1 Bet.

6, 2 : oxX = mother. The Atbash n Mem on 2 owns it.

6, 10 : wx = fire. This word mixes a letter assigned to the almond bud & one from
the almond flower [knops bowels of the Menorah]. So, the word belongs to the w/a
ATBASH PAIR on 10. This is 100% true, yet the 9, 10 wx targets the w Shin alone.
10, 7, 10 : w7w = Three. This is a “reflected” ruler of 2, and belongs to the w Shin.
Rulers may cross the cylinder which joins the left and right side of the tree.
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The Ruler of 3 : 10, 7, 4 : n7w = to draw forth from the water. This belongs to the
n Hei (4).
4, 7,10 : 2%x = To hang, impale, or crucify. This mixes regular and Atbash letters
and is therefore owned by the w/a ATBASH PAIR on 10.

Let's get a little more complex and decompile the n Mem and the n Hei in 2,
3, 4. If you haven’t read the very beginning of the book yet, you need to see the
Abbreviations (p.8). n{n}n{n}n = n11m Menorah. This can also be made with a 1,
2, 4 target (3) Compass.

The Compass : 2, 4, 9 targets the (3). As there are sets of both the Tree of Life,
and the Tree of Knowledge on 9 and 3, it is important to realize that while com-
bined, the meaning is true . . . Yet the word nin' YHWH, specifically targets the x
Aleph in the TOK [Tree of Knowledge].

Your next example is the word n'nx | AM. Another 2, 4, 9 which targets the (3),
but uses the TOL [Tree of Life] and targets the 1 Waw. So you now have | AM &
YHWH on a nix “sign“ (3), with 2{n}ix Light, and 1, 2, 4 (3) m{n}h{y}1{n}n a Meno-
rah.

Take another look at 1, 2, 4 (3) : We are going to decompile the composite letter
v Ayin, which contains a 1 Waw. nin' YHWH. . . another witness targeting the x
Aleph on the 3 spot.

Using what we have learned so far, take a look at the 4, 5, 10 (7) compass and
see the 10, 4 nw lamb, all regular letters, so it targets the 7 Lamed. The same
letter which has a 3, 7 Ruler of 2 giving it the word 7x EL. Remember the Lamb of
EL [short for Elohim] while we look ata . . .

Large Square : In the temple section we have 4 large carpenters squares over-
lapping. So I'll call them out by number ending on the target. 2, 4, 10 contains that
same nw lamb ending on 10. 8, 10, 4 also contains nw lamb. So now we have
positions 4, 7, and 10 with the word lamb. . . And we have 3 rulers of 2 going 3, 7;
6, 7; 9, 7 which make 7x El. . . Three lambs of god, and the lamb runs down the
same 4, 7, 10 as 2%7x, To hang, impale, or crucify.

Now I'm going to rip a * Yud from the x Aleph on 9 and show you a small square
which goes 11, 9, 10. viw{x} Yeshua. Compass 8, 10, 11 (9) = vi{T}w{y} Yeshua
[same target as creator, son, and word].

2, 4, 10 contains [{n}a son and nin* YHWH. And how can | cease to repeat the

Words owned by a target may be elements in word definitions, or sayings in the
tools, or overlays, but not necessarily all of these.

Let’'s show a basic example in the 10, 8, 2 square. 1w Almighty. This taps the
corners in sequence and is owned by the ' Yud.

Now I'll tap the ' Yud with a 3, 8, n [just right of 2] compass and give the ' Yud
the word ot Adam, or man. Then | add the wiTjp, a native string in the 10, 8, 2
square, and another name for the Almighty appears as wiT nTx Man of Holiness.

How about a known saying within this square [remember that we want to see
words with repeating names or meanings]. We see a nice string in the wiTpm Tem-
ple. Now add these words falling in the square. nnw destroy, TTw destroy, v7w
three, ni' day, o' days, ni{n}a to build, 17n to become straight, niy to arise, stand
up, oipn will rise up.

“Destroy this temple, and in three days | will raise it up again” (see John 2:19).

The connections : Begin with the fact that all of the large circles are places where
the large squares intersect. That’s right, the two large squares closest to the right
target the n/' pair. So everything you have or will learn about the center pipe of
the Menorah has a direct connection to the Michael we have been looking at.

All of the small circles are places where the word son is connected.

So what have you learned from the large square with the string Michael? That he
is Yeshua. That he came the first time as a lamb [a sacrifice], and in the great and
terrible day of YHWH, he will come as a LION. . . There is obviously more here,
but that would need to be broken down scripture by scripture to examine those
connections.

| didn’t want to slam you with the chaos of a large square overview, but it you want
to break down the code for yourself, you will need to understand the reality of how
it begins.

Find a theme or word that stands out in the large square, and see if you can use
words found in scriptures which line up with that theme.

Before leaving the tools section, | think it is time to go back to the beginning and
take a closer look at a huge key used to decrypt the Menorah.

The hand sign of the Aaronic Blessing done with both hands, the right way. We
have seen how “tradition®, especially when dealing with “symbols®, is the first thing
to become corrupted when the TRUE meanings behind the symbols are lost.

My soul loves to feast on the words of Isaiah. He shows me over and over that he
not only understood the Menorah Code, he was a master of using it.

I included a little piece of one of Isaiah’s sayings in hopes that it is simple enough
for those just learning to understand.

Going beyond Isaiah’s example, | would like the reader to take note of something
which you do not currently have the instruction to see.

There are three upward targeting large squares on the right side of the Menorah,
ending on the tip of the index finger, just as there are three upward branches. . .

These have reflected squares in the center allowing meanings in the thumb and
finger to duplicate on both ends. Yet once that square made with the right hand
crosses over to the left side of the tree, the target moves from the finger to the
thumb.

Take the left hand, for example, cross to the other side of the tree and put your
thumb on the x Tzaddi while your index finger is on the ' Yud. That square belongs
to the ¥ Tzaddi.

Now imagine that the tree of life, with branches pointing down is merged with it,
and vertically mirror those tools and their targets.

Note : in the standard matrix, or grid, you would see the “n{n}r{n}“ = “span® in the
center (n/x, also owned by sm. sq. '/n), between the index finger and |na “thumb”
[owned by LG (w/a) sq.].

Note : the compass made by dividing the middle and ring finger. . .

There is so much to explain, and so little time to try to bring you up to a level of
understanding. I'm not sure how much detail | will be able to give in the Aleph-
Bet section, but there you will be given the tools to understand each individual
letter. Then, perhaps, you will fully appreciate the importance of the tools and the
awesome secrets held within the letters. . . | will try to show you as much as | can
in the Aleph section, but most of what | have in my notes does not include the
compound letters or merged trees.

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Chapter 3 . Garments & Gammadia

It is becoming more and more difficult to relate the full truth of the gospel to an
audience of babes entrenched in the traditions of men. Most “so called” Christians
fail to recognize two very important truths.

1. Early followers of Yeshua were seen as a sect of Judaism. The Elohim of
Abraham, Israel, and Moses is the same truth which Yeshua taught. He was
simply trying to bring the sheep to a new covenant (see Jeremiah 31:31-34).

2. By the time Rome became involved, the “church® had already splintered
into many different factions with many different beliefs. So Rome did as the
Romans do. They labeled every “Christian® nation or sect which would not
bow down to the false “bridge*, or “mediator” between god and man (1 Timo-
thy 2:5), as pagan or heretic. Then they went on a thousand plus year killing
spree, torturing, murdering, and making war to eradicate the resistance.

If you will allow me to have a personal belief, this is what | see.

| see a group of Mitre wearing fish heads which worshiped Enki & Enlil [the Ser-
pent & Satan] under Nimrod in Babylon. The same Nimrod which | believe came
out to the people with garments dyed red and says, “worship me*, claiming to be
the “Sun god* [a perverted understanding of the Menorah code prophecy which
| believe existed]. The same Nimrod which was known in Asia Minor as “Santa*
[Langer’s Encyclopedia of World History].The same Mitre wearing cult which was
kicked out of Babylon by Cyrus [my guess is because of their secret combina-
tions]. The same Mitre wearing pontiffs with a Pontifex maximus which showed up
in Pergamon [the seat of Satan] and were imported into Rome during the Car-
thaginian war [around 200 BC because Rome needed a Mother/Moon goddess
due to what sounds like an exoplanet]. The same cult which sits on Vatican Hill.

When you wear these sacred symbols in the Menorah,
the light of YHWH burns within you, and we become sons [and daughters] of light.

Imagine that the Tree in the image above is a brand. Now put on the garment
(opposite page), and press your chest into the tree. Just think of the garment as a

veil, with a perspective from the other side.

You should have learned enough about what is in the tree to understand Paul, in
Galatians 6: 17, saying, “... | bear on my body the marks of Jesus [Yeshua].”
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| have made the markings in the garment a little darker
in order to be viewed more easily. This is the way it is
supposed to look; yet the size and the subtlety of the
symbols may vary. As long as they are placed correctly.

| don’t want to mislead the reader as to precisely what was found in the early
Christian burials in Fayum Egypt, but you must see the full pattern to recognize
the pieces of the puzzle.
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The following information is from . ..

“...small rosettes have been woven into the material in particular locations. There
is one rosette over each breast and one on the right leg near the knee, but
there is no corresponding rosette on the left leg. Across the lower abdomen, the
material also has a hemmed slit about six inches long.

Considered all together, the various items of clothing all previously unused and
many containing symbols and designs, argue strongly for belief not only in an
afterlife, but also for appropriate attire, most likely accompanied by or represen-
tative of a multifaceted and complex ritual process which would assure safe and
successful passage into the realm of the divine.”

On the exterior of the garment reaching to the palms and the ankles [previous
page], we see five basic symbols. What we don'’t see in that garment, are the
rosettes on each breast and the right knee. These are hidden on the inside of
the garment. Remember that the image of the Tree is a mirror opposite because
you are looking at it from the back. The Tree exists in the garment, and its flowers
bloom towards its front and the person wearing it.

These are created by the y'x flower in the letter ¥ Tzade attaching itself to specific
places in the Tree. We will go through these as we go through each symbol.

For now, | would like the reader to consider that there are a total of 8 visible sym-
bols [a ninth in the double knot of the neck] on a garment reaching to the palms
and ankles. Of these symbols, the burial garments hit on all three rosettes,
and the line across the belly button. Half of the original markings are pres-
ent in VERY specific locations.

So this is where | went to sleep last night, and woke up with an understanding of
what happened to these people buried at Fayum Egypt. The understanding which
| was given was that something happened to the holders of the keys to bind and
seal in heaven and earth.

The people in Fayum were doing the best they could without one with the sealing
powers among them. This is more than being a Melchizedek priesthood holder.
The powers to seal were given by Yeshua to the original Apostles, and passed
down by them to specific individuals charged with overseeing the ordinances.

The type of garment which we are speaking about has actually been a subject
with many opinions based on the word which describes it . . .
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What’s the Truth about . . . Joseph’s “Amazing Technicolor

Dreamcoat”? https://jewishaction.com/religion/jewish-thought/whats-truth-jo-
sephs-amazing-technicolor-dreamcoat/

“Rashi understands “passim” as referring to the material from which the coat was
made, describing the fabric as “kli milat”; based on other statements of Rashi
(Shabbat 54a, s.v. I'milat; Yechezkel 27:18, s.v. v'tzemer tzachar; and Chullin 50b,
s.v. makom she’ein), “milat” is understood as clean, white wool (Maharsha, Megil-
lah 16b, s.v. milat; Rashash, Bava Metzia 78b, s.v. batlei). Others translate pas or
passim as a silk garment (Rav Saadia Gaon; |Ibn Ezra to Esther 1:6 in conjunction
with Megillah 12a; Rabbi Yosef Chaim miBaghdad [the Ben Ish Chai], Od Yosef
Chai, 25a). Thus, one possibility is that the ketonet passim was special because
of its fibers, either fine wool or silk. Such material might have been reserved for
clothing worn by upper-class citizens on special occasions.

Another possibility is that the adjective “passim” is describing the garment’s
particular style. The singular “pas” appears in Aramaic in Daniel 5:5 (pas y’'da)
describing the hand King Belshazzar saw writing on the wall. In that context, pas
is understood to mean the palm of the hand. Based on this, some interpret ketonet
passim as a long-sleeved garment (i.e., reaching the palm) or one reaching to
the ankle...”

~A third possibility is that “passim” means a unique pattern. Ibn Ezra (Bereishit
37:3), Ramban (Shemot 28:2), and Metzudat Tzion (Il Shmuel 13:18) understand
that the garment was “m’rukemet”—embroidered with designs, checkered or
plaid. Targum Neofiti and Targum Pseudo-Jonathan say the garment had designs
or pictures on it.”

What’s the proper translation of what Joseph’s coat looks like?

The word in question is n'09 nan> (ketonet passim). The word n'oo (passim) is un-
clear, and only appears in the Bible in connection to the coats of Joseph and Tam-
ar (the sister of Amnon, not the daughter-in-law of Judah) in Il Samuel 13:18,19.
The corresponding Aramaic word (09) has two meanings: strip and palm. Daniel
5:5 (written in Aramaic) is an instance of the meaning “palm.” Both of these mean-
ings actually appear in Mishnaic Hebrew (]'oo 'wiy = strips, Eruvin 2:2; 1T 09 = the
palm of his hand, Menachot 1:2).

The meaning “a striped coat” derives from the an interpretation of the word as
“strip.” The “variegated”/”"many-colored coat” translation of the Septuagint (xiT®va
TroIkiAov) is apparently an interpretation of what these “stripes” were. On the other
hand, the Septuagint to Samuel translates xiTGva TOv KapTTwTov, “tunic to the
wrists,” apparently understanding it to be derived from the other meaning, “palm.”
The explicit statement in 1| Samuel 13:18 that the virgin daughters of the king wore
n'09 Nmand, which also makes the fact that Tamar tore her “coat” after being raped
more understandable. Based on Middle Assyrian laws that discuss which women
are eligible to wear a veil (pasanu, the Assyrian form of the Akkadian pasamu,
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from the root psm), Heath Dewrell (“‘How Tamar’s Veil Became Joseph’s Coat,”
Biblica 97 pp. 161-174) proposes translating the word as “veil,” which was worn by
virgin daughters of the king. This translation fits the context of the story with Tamar
very well, but it doesn’t explain why Joseph would be wearing it...”

Some say that Joseph was given the garment of Adam. Whether it belonged to
Adam or not, | think that If it was a garment of the High Priesthood after the order
of Melchizedek, it would explain why Joseph’s brothers were jealous. The birth-
right, and the right to rule on a religious level, clearly places Joseph above his
brothers, on every level... Then Joseph had to tell them about his dream.

As we go through the symbols, I'm going to throw in some quotes from the Gos-
pels of Thomas and Phillip found in the Nag Hammadi Library. Discovered in
1945, their importance goes beyond a witness of the ordinances found in the Tree
of Life. It contains sayings which move the followers of the Father to become one,
in more ways than one.

“When you make the two into one, and when you make the inner like the outer
and the outer like the inner, and the upper like the lower, and when you make
male and female into a single one, so that the male will not be male nor the female
be female, when you make eyes in place of an eye, a hand in place of a hand, a
foot in place of a foot, an image in place of an image, then you will enter [the king-
dom]“ ... Gospel of Thomas, The Nag Hammadi Scriptures, Meyer, p. 142, 143.

We are going to begin with an overview of the n Chet, and the words belonging
to that place in the tree. Then we will go just a little deeper before getting to the
flower (¥) and its attachment to the knee position.

For now, I'd like you to note the font difference between the standard n Chet, and
the one you see as an overlay 7 on the next page.

The older letter looks like the “eye of the needle”, a low covered passage through
a narrow gate which a camel would have to get on its knees to go through. This is
the older form of the Aramaic block letter Hebrew, so it is the one we will be using.

The x Tzaddi contains a 1 Waw, and a ' Yud, and can make the word yix blossom/
shine, or y'x flower/blossom all by itself.

When we noo attach the x Tzaddi [flower] to the knee [the n Chet is on the knee],
we get n¥ dazzling, glowing, bright, clear, pure.

Looking a little deeper, this is not just a “normal® flower. The n Chet contains a
Yud, and can make 'n “life®, by itself. The x Tzaddi also receives xy tree, and {x}n
life [Rulers of 2]. This is the “Flower of Life* from the “Tree of Life".

The Flower of Life symbol is symbolized as a rosette, or small flower with 6 petals.
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In spite of the awesome meaning behind the ¥ Tzaddi being joined to the n Chet,
we should remember that the flower is the righteous bride being conducted
through the gate, and everything which that entails.

This means repentance, baptism, and receiving the gift of the Holy Ghost. . .
The bride must be made clean through the sacrifice of the Lamb of El as HIS
blood stands as a witness on the lintel and door-posts of the gate. Only then can
the bride take shelter in his house while our betrothed stands in the gate as our
shield and protector. Only then will the destroyer pass you by, for then, you have
Life in HIS death. The purchase price HE paid for his bride. This is the love which
he has for those who hear his voice, repent, and come unto viw' Yeshua [the son
who is Salvation].

This symbol on the knee of the garment in question represents the gate where
every knee must bow, and every tongue repent and confess that Yeshua IS the
anointed son which brings salvation. It represents the gate of the Celestial King-
dom which the bride enters pure and bright. Her beauty is then as a flower which
does not fade, for she has humbly received the gift of HIS life.

The “Gate”, is what separates the sheep [domesticated animals] from the undo-
mesticated animals. . . So which side of the gate are you on?

Do you understand that it is a gate, door, or entrance to something that has been
hidden behind a veil?

Do you think that you can truly make the outside like the inside without allowing
the spirit to conquer the flesh?

Pray always, for when your spirit follows the spirit of YHWH, your spirit becomes
one with HIS. Then one day, you will realize that it is the connection between your
spirit, and the spirit of the Almighty which has allowed your spirit to subdue the
flesh. This is the goal.

The flesh is an animal disconnected from its spirit. The new man, or wom-
an, born of the water and the spirit, must have a spirit at peace with the flesh.
Then the outside may become as the inside, and the real you will begin to shine
through. Only then can you truly embark on the path to know yourself, and re-
member who you really are.

When you begin your journey in contrite prayer . . . your emotions . . . your feel-
ings . . . and that which you know to be true in your heart will become magnified.
Your heart will swell and burn with the fire of the Holy Ghost as your mind is led to
answers and you are compelled to utter words which are not your own. This is the
beginning of the path. Let the Spirit guide you toward the light, and you will know
the truth with every fiber of your being.

| am just a messenger. You must become the 2 Gimmel, the follower of the Father
who takes his hand. You must find your answers in contrite prayer. HIS Sheep will
hear his voice guiding them to Salvation. No MAN can do this for you. Hearing his
voice speaking to your heart is not an option, it is a requirement.
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Why haven’t you heard about any of this? . ..

“The multitude professing Christianity were therefore divided by them into the “pro-
fane,” or those who were not yet admitted to the mysteries, and the “initiated,” or
faithful and perfect. . . and as none were permitted to be present at these “myster-
ies,” as they were termed, save those whose admission into the fellowship of the
church was perfect and complete, so likewise was it expected that, as a matter of
duty, the most sacred silence should be observed in regard to everything connect-
ed with the celebration of them, and nothing whatever relating thereto to be com-
mitted to the ears of the profane.” Johann L. Moshrim, Historical Commentaries
on the State of Christianity, Vol 1, (New York; S. Converse, 1854), p390-391.

Did you know that “Esoteric” ordinances were discontinued before 350 AD and
books with these teachings were burned prior to 3677 [The powers of “Rome*
didn’t like “Christians”, whom they claimed to embrace, practicing things in secret].
Cyril of Jerusalem (350 AD) began writing down parts of these practices, such as
the anointing segment of the endowment. “As soon, then, as ye entered, ye put off
your tunic; and this was an image of putting off the old man with his deeds. Then,
ye were anointed with exorcised oil from the very hairs of your head to your feet,
and were made partakers of the good olive-tree, Jesus Christ.“; “The ointment is
symbolically applied to thy forehead and thy other senses, and while thy body is
anointed with the visible ointment, thy soul is sanctified by the Holy and life-giving
Spirit. And ye were first anointed on the forehead . . . Then on your ears: that ye
might receive the ears which are quick to hear the Divine Mysteries. .. Then on
the nostrils. . . Afterwards on your breast: that having put on the breast-plate of
righteousness, ye may stand against the wiles of the devil . . .“ The initiate was
given a new name after receiving inner clothing. [Note: It is the anointing from
which the word “Christian“ applied to the members, not just that they were follow-

ers of “Christ’="Messiah“="Anointed”]

Then you have the Christians in upper Egypt hiding their “Esoteric” scriptures be-
hind the wall in a synagogue [Nag Hammadi]. If not for the fact that they remained
hidden until 1945, they would have been destroyed as well.

Did you know that early Orthodox Christians and Coptic Christians practiced Bap-
tism for the Dead? [Else what shall they do which are baptized for the dead, if the
dead rise not at all? why are they then baptized for the dead? 1 Cor. 15:29]

Did you know that Theosis and Divinization was held to be a valid “Christian“ be-
lief until the 5th Century? [Rom. 8:17; 1 John 3:2; Revelation 3:21; etc.].

Did you know that a pre-mortal existence was doctrine until 5437
Why haven’t you heard about any of this? Because your Mother was a Whore,
and the Mouth of the Serpent has blinded you. The eradication of the fullness

of the gospel, and those who practiced it, had to be as thorough as possible to
establish her alleged orthodoxy.

I'm
sorry, but | recognize these things because | am what would have been referred to
as “initiated®. Those who have been through the ordinances in an LDS Temple will
recognize many of these words and be able to figure out what goes where, and
what other words to look up. There is, however, an oath taken here, and | am not
comfortable going beyond what you will see here.

As a little added bonus, | added words which appear in Isaiah 28. It is regarding
those who have been weaned from their mother’s breast. The full import of this
must be taken as part of the 2 Gimmel, the follower, being weaned from his moth-
er’s breast and taking the Father’s hand. . . a comment on the growth experienced
in going from an infant to a toddler.

It should be noted that many of these words will not show letters taken from

compound letters listed. Also, that this square, belonging to the x Tzaddi is listing
naturally occurring words within that square, AND relevant words landing on it.
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“The tree of life, however, is in the middle of the garden. It is an olive tree, and
from it comes chrism, and from chrism comes resurrection.” . . . “Chrism is supe-
rior to baptism. We are called Christians from the word ‘chrism’, not from the word
‘baptism‘. Christ also has his name from chrism, for the Father anointed the Son,
the Son anointed the apostles, and the apostles anointed us. Whoever is anointed
has everything: resurrection, light, cross, Holy Spirit. The Father gave all this to
the person in the bridal chamber, and the person accepted it. The Father was in
the Son and the Son was in the Father. This is heaven’s kingdom.*

Then said the king to
the servants, Bind him hand and foot, and take him away, and cast him into outer
darkness; there shall be seeping and gnashing of teeth. For many are called, but
few are chosen.” Matthew 22: 11-14

Now we move down to verses 23-30 where the Sadducees ask a question about

a woman married seven times, and which husband she would be married to in the
resurrection. Yeshua tells them none, for “in the resurrection they neither marry,
nor are given in marriage.”

So how does this square with the gospel of Philip which speaks of this mirrored
bridal chamber saying, “A woman is united with her husband in the bridal cham-
ber, and those united in the bridal chamber will not be separated again.“. . . The
gospel of Philip explains it towards the end. “If someone becomes an attendant of
the bridal chamber, that person will receive the light. If one does not receive it
while here in this place, one cannot receive it in the other place.”

The question regarding the woman under the Mosaic Law was answered
correctly. This covenant REQUIRES that the man be a Melchizedek Priesthood
holder. A higher Priesthood and law, with a higher reward had among a people
who would be priests and kings of the Most High. That is something that YHWH
has wanted for the house of Israel for a very long time.

In the mirrored bridal chamber you have a mirror before you, and a mirror behind
you.

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Chapter 4 : The Aleph-Bet

This section will show you which tools belong to each location in the Matrix.

While | will be pointing out some of the things found in the letter overlays, | only
have a few overlays in a satisfactory state of decryption. Most of this is a work in
progress. | showed you what | had for the n Mem overlay in the rules section, but
other than that, you will be left with a great puzzle to work on.

What has not been noted in the “Rules” section is that if you do a letter overlay
from a letter with an extension [7, 7 and final form letters 7, |, 9, Y], the extension
touches letters in the [n/o/v] section. These connections are added to letters
beneath the overlay, while other letters, no longer covered by the overlay, will be
excluded. This being the case, | would look for differences between the two sets of
letters to see if the overlays are to be read together, or separately.

Sorry, the vast majority of my time has been spent back-engineering the code,
and sifting through the dictionary to test it. If you have no other resources, | in-
clude these things so you can search words in this text [e-book available online].

Extension letters may also contribute to that letter’s “Tool“ values as a ruler of
2. words connected to the [n/o/v] and ending on that extension letter should be
examined.

For example, if the final | Nun is being used in a word, | would look at the set of
[n/o/y] letters which the final | Nun touches, and is not present when using a regu-
lar 1 Nun. | would also suggest examining the meaning in the overlay.

Why? Because the Menorah Trees of Knowledge and Life give letters their mean-
ings, and the letters define the words which are made from them. This will be im-
portant for those who wish to back-engineer the ORIGINAL Language, or settle a
debate over the true meaning of a word. For most people trying to work the code,
it is only important to understand the concept.

The coding comes from an intelligence far beyond my comprehension. Even
with all of the “hints®, HE made me work the code to understand how it worked.

How is it possible? | have looked into what it might take for a complete break-
down and can only conclude that the information encoded in the Menorah’s 22
letters, would literally take volumes of books to completely lay it all out.

The (1) Waw being a suffix which changes the tense [to future in this
case]. (In'nx) = “1 will”.

Later we will see that the name (q'7x) Aleph is found within the crossing (1)
Waw, in the Tree of Life Aleph overlay, which appears to tell a story of Adam and
Eve.

The Aleph’s Definitions are actually pretty simple in this section. However, we will
also be looking at the Alephs as they appear in other configurations.

To that end, and to avoid the need to print something as thick as several dictionar-
ies, | hope to be able to somehow obtain enough money to have a programmer
create a special Biblical Hebrew search which will allow you to put in x letters, and
have it output every word those letters will make.

Note : As stated just before this chapter, there are new tools words which have
been added, yet the old work has not been modified. Sometimes, evil and good
can stand in the same place. If it is by their fruits that we shall know them, the
Reish is sitting on a fruit of a (1) Gimmel which does not follow the Father. That
(2) Gimmel will grow up and grab the Atbash (v) Shin and Atbash (1) Zayin. More
about this in the next chapter.

It appears that the letters reveal their meanings, they show their Atbash pairs
which reveal their meanings, they begin to come together in sayings, they stand
up in their respective places and reveal more meanings, and then their placements
allow you to reveal yet more information once the Atbash pairs are joined together.

It is like a little seed. The Aleph-Bet in the Menorah, unfolds. It stretches out and
unfolds more, and that stretches out and unfolds even more, and again, and again,
until that 22 letter grid, ciphered out with the tools, becomes thousands of pages.

Distilled definition : It is the house or dwelling, the refuge of glory, dwell ; in her,
in it. THIS IS ONLY READING THE PETALS. IF WE ADD THE FRUIT LATER,

Sorry, | haven’t even gotten to those sections yet, but | can already see what'’s
coming. My point is that | am not going to address these things in full, but there is
more than what you see on the surface.

The letters covered by that overlay are (x)(7)(9) [0''x=Aleph] (n)(1)(2)().

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Now we look at the Aleph in the Menorah

The configuration is from the Tree of Life, and it is identical to what would be found
in the Menorah configuration. Note that the (x) Aleph is in the same place, and as
the (1) Waw IS the center pipe, it would be in the same place in the overlay as well.

Clues that began with the first Aleph overlay :

We saw the (v'x) “Man” within the Aleph overlay, created in the image of Yahoo
In'. We saw - Aram. x'nw, Syr. x'nw, Arab, Satan (thread, warp). Consider the
“reptile” twisting around when the (x) Aleph comes to earth.

This is part of the Adam and Eve story. In fact, it would appear to be a reference to
“Satan® being cast out of the heavens, into the earth, and his desire to be the (x)
Aleph [god] of this world.

Note also (for the section on the Waw) when the (1) Waw is on the top [in the heav-
ens - Tree of Life], the compass which defines it says (n'nx) AHYH, more com-
monly referred to as the “I AM” which Moses spoke to. It is the (1) Waw, “the Son”,
that Adam & Eve spoke to in the Garden of Eden. That is the Genesis of this story.

You have seen how the previous two, “tools” / “overlay” / “letter-by-letter* messag-
es were created. Now, | am going to combine these the way that they should be.

I will still use a synopsis of each section . . . but this is to give me direction. The
end message will be based on these themes. However, | do not wish to leave out
alternate word definitions which should end up in the final message. So | will go
back to the beginning, and categorize all of the words, as if they are one section.

There are individual overlays which have more words than all three of these sec-
tions combined, so this is a good place to begin combining the three into one.

NOTE : There are extra words, relevant to the story, which have been left out of
the short synopsis. When these three are combined, we will be able to use them.
